SHERIFF GUIDROZ SAID, “THE DRUG HOTLINE WILL HELP OUR OFFICERS 
AGGRESSIVELY PURSUE DRUG DEALERS AND ABUSERS OF ILLEGAL DRUGS IN 
SAINT LANDRY PARISH.” 
 
THE NEW  24-HOUR DRUG HOTLINE WILL RECORD DRUG TIPS; HOWEVER ALL 
CALLERS WILL REMAIN ABSOLUTELY ANONYMOUS.  SHERIFF GUIDROZ URGES  
THE RESIDENTS OF SAINT LANDRY PARISH TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THIS NEW 
TOOL IN HIS WAR AGAINST DRUGS. 
 
“THIS BATTLE CANNOT BE FOUGHT ALONE, WE NEED THE RESIDENTS OF SAINT 
LANDRY PARISH TO BE OUR EYES AND EARS IN AN EFFORT TO RID OUR 
NEIGHBORHOODS OF ILLEGAL DRUGS. EDUCATION ABOUT THE HARMFUL EFFECTS 
OF ILLEGAL DRUGS, COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT AND AGGRESSIVE ENFORCEMENT 
ARE ALL KEY ELEMENTS IN BATTLING ILLEGAL DRUG ACTIVITY,” SAID SHERIFF
